SECOND READING: MARK 10:17-31

"As [Jesus] was setting out on a journey, a man ran up and knelt before him, and asked him, “Good
Teacher, what must | do to inherit eternal life?” **Jesus said to him, “Why do you call me good? No
one is good but God alone. You know the commandments: ‘You shall not murder; You shall not
commit adultery; You shall not steal; You shall not bear false witness; You shall not defraud; Honor
your father and mother.”” **He said to him, “Teacher, | have kept all these since my youth.”
*'Jesus, looking at him, loved him and said, “You lack one thing; go, sell what you own, and give the
money to the poor, and you will have treasure in heaven; then come, follow me.” *When he heard
this, he was shocked and went away grieving, for he had many possessions. **Then Jesus looked
around and said to his disciples, “How hard it will be for those who have wealth to enter the
kingdom of God!” **And the disciples were perplexed at these words. But Jesus said to them again,
“Children, how hard it is to enter the kingdom of God! *It is easier for a camel to go through the
eye of a needle than for someone who is rich to enter the kingdom of God.” **They were greatly
astounded and said to one another, “Then who can be saved?” *’Jesus looked at them and said,
“For mortals it is impossible, but not for God; for God all things are possible.” **Peter began to say
to him, “Look, we have left everything and followed you.” **Jesus said, “Truly I tell you, there is no
one who has left house or brothers or sisters or mother or father or children or fields, for my sake
and for the sake of the good news, *°who will not receive a hundredfold now in this age—houses,
brothers and sisters, mothers and children, and fields, with persecutions—and in the age to come
eternal life. >'But many who are first will be last, and the last will be first.”

SERMON TEXT: JEREMIAH 32:1-15

'The word that came to Jeremiah from the LORD in the tenth year of King Zedekiah of Judah,
which was the eighteenth year of Nebuchadrezzar. *At that time the army of the king of
Babylon was besieging Jerusalem, and the prophet Jeremiah was confined in the court of the
guard that was in the palace of the king of Judah, *where King Zedekiah of Judah had confined
him. Zedekiah had said, "Why do you prophesy and say: Thus says the LORD: | am going to give
this city into the hand of the king of Babylon, and he shall take it; *King Zedekiah of Judah shall
not escape out of the hands of the Chaldeans, but shall surely be given into the hands of the
king of Babylon, and shall speak with him face to face and see him eye to eye; *>and he shall take
Zedekiah to Babylon, and there he shall remain until | attend to him, says the LORD; though you
fight against the Chaldeans, you shall not succeed?" ®Jeremiah said, The word of the LORD came
to me: “"Hanamel son of your uncle Shallum is going to come to you and say, "Buy my field that is
at Anathoth, for the right of redemption by purchase is yours." *Then my cousin Hanamel came
to me in the court of the guard, in accordance with the word of the LORD, and said to me, "Buy
my field that is at Anathoth in the land of Benjamin, for the right of possession and redemption
is yours; buy it for yourself." Then | knew that this was the word of the LORD. °And | bought the
field at Anathoth from my cousin Hanamel, and weighed out the money to him, seventeen
shekels of silver. I signed the deed, sealed it, got witnesses, and weighed the money on

scales. "Then I took the sealed deed of purchase, containing the terms and conditions, and the
open copy; “and | gave the deed of purchase to Baruch son of Neriah son of Mahseiah, in the
presence of my cousin Hanamel, in the presence of the witnesses who signed the deed of
purchase, and in the presence of all the Judeans who were sitting in the court of the guard. ®In
their presence | charged Baruch, saying, “Thus says the LORD of hosts, the God of Israel: Take
these deeds, both this sealed deed of purchase and this open deed, and put them in an
earthenware jar, in order that they may last for a long time. *For thus says the LORD of hosts,
the God of Israel: Houses and fields and vineyards shall again be bought in this land.
